CONTRACT # 2025SS00000245 BY $662,526.92 TO MAINTAIN HOUSING FOR 92 3 

HOUSEHOLDS IN FISCAL YEAR 2026. 4 

 WHEREAS, the Department of Health, Housing, and Homelessness 5 

requests to use $662,526.92 from Fund (265) FY25 Rapid Rehousing Project to 6 

increase Heading Home Contract # 2025SS00000245 to allow Heading Home to 7 

continue providing housing services to their current caseload; and 8 

 WHEREAS, the City of Albuquerque partners with local non-profits to 9 

provide housing and support services to some of our most vulnerable 10 

citizens. Adding these funds to the contract with Heading Home will keep 92 11 

families from facing housing insecurity and receive the support services 12 

needed for them to succeed. 13

   SECTION 1. USE OF APPROPRIATION. The City Council hereby approves 16 

and authorizes the Department of Health, Housing, and Homelessness to use 17 

$662,526.92 from the Operating Grants Fund (265) Prepaid Rapid Rehousing 18 

project appropriation established in R-25-114 for Fiscal Year 2026. The service 19 

contractor will continue to serve the current caseload of 92 families that face 20 

housing insecurity and help them receive the support services needed for 21 

them to succeed.  22

or unenforceable by any court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall 25 

not affect the validity of the remaining provisions of this Resolution.
