ORDINANCE

ADOPTING A SMALL AREA TEXT AMENDMENT TO THE INTEGRATED
DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCE FOR THE NORTHWEST MESA ESCARPMENT
VIEW PROTECTION OVERLAY ZONE (VPO-2) REQUIRING REFERRALS OF
APPLICATIONS TO TRIBAL REPRESENTATIVES.

WHEREAS, the City Council adopted the Integrated Development
Ordinance (IDO) to implement Comp Plan Goals and Policies; and

WHEREAS, regulations from the previously adopted Northwest Mesa
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Escarpment Plan were incorporated into the IDO as the Northwest Mesa
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Escarpment View Protection Overlay Zone (VPO-2); and

WHEREAS, one purpose of VPO-2 is to ensure development that is

compatible with and respectful of the cultural and natural landscape in the

area surrounding the Petroglyph National Monument; and

WHEREAS, Indian Nations, Tribes, and Pueblos throughout New Mexico
have been the stewards of this cultural and natural landscape for millennia;
and

WHEREAS, tribal representatives are not currently recognized as
commenting agencies for proposed development; and

WHEREAS, the IDO Annual Update for 2023 includes an amendment that

proposes to add Indian Nations, Tribes, and Pueblos partially or wholly in New

Mexico as commenting agencies for proposed development within 660 feet of
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Major Public Open Space or within 660 feet of tribal land; and

23 WHEREAS, amending the IDO to refer applications for proposed
24 development within VPO-2 would provide an opportunity for tribal
25 representatives to review applications and provide comments to decision-
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makers in the City’s review and decision process for the area with significance
to historic and ongoing cultural practices; and

WHEREAS, Councilor Fiebelkorn proposed a small area text amendment to
require referral of applications for development within the VPO-2 to tribal
representatives; and

WHEREAS, the City held public review meetings for proposed amendments
in the 2023 IDO Annual update, including small area amendments, on October
12, October 13, and November 17, 2023; and

WHEREAS, the City offered a Pre-submittal Neighborhood Meeting as
required by the IDO and held the meeting on October 28, 2023 to present and
discuss the proposed changes related to the VPO-2, respond to questions,
and gather feedback; and

WHEREAS, the City provided a Post-submittal Facilitated Meeting pursuant
to IDO 814-16-6-4(L)and held the meeting on January 10, 2024 to present and
discuss the proposed changes VPO-2, respond to questions, and gather
feedback; and

WHEREAS, the City provided all required notice for an Amendment to IDO
Text — Small Area, including publishing a legal ad in the Albuquerque Journal,
emailing two representatives of each neighborhood organization registered
with the Office of Neighborhood Coordination (ONC), mailing property owners
within the small area and within 100 feet, and posting notice on the Planning
Department website and on the project website; and

WHEREAS, the IDO requires an Amendment to IDO Text — Small Area to be
reviewed by the Environmental Planning Commission (EPC) and decided as a
guasi-judicial action by City Council as the City’s zoning authority in 814-16-6-
7(E)(2)(c) and (d); and

WHEREAS, the EPC held a study session for the 2023 IDO Annual Update
on December 7, 2023, and considered this request on January 18, 2024; and

WHEREAS, the EPC, following study and consideration, found that the
proposed amendment only partially further goals and policies in the ABC
Comp Plan related to Community ldentity and Land Use and therefore do not
satisfy the review and decision criteria for an Amendment to IDO Text — Small
Areain 814-16-6-7(E)(3); and
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WHEREAS, the EPC forwarded to the City Council a recommendation of
denial subject to the findings and recommended condition in the record.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL, THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY
OF ALBUQUERQUE:

SECTION 1. Amend IDO 814-16-6-4(J) to add a new subsection with text as
follows:
[6-4(J)(#) Development in the Northwest Mesa Escarpment VPO-2

6-4(J)(#)(a) Indian Nations, Tribes, and Pueblos.

6-4(J)(#)(b) Tribal Representatives.]

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, paragraph, sentence,

clause, word or phrase of this ordinance is for any reason held to be invalid or
unenforceable by any court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not
affect the validity of the remaining provisions of this ordinance. The Council
hereby declares that it would have passed this ordinance and each section,
paragraph, sentence, clause, word or phrase thereof irrespective of any
provision being declared unconstitutional or otherwise invalid.

SECTION 3. COMPILATION. Section 1 of this ordinance shall be
incorporated in and made part of the Revised Ordinances of Albuquerque,
New Mexico, 1994.

SECTION 4. EFFECTIVE DATE. This ordinance shall take effect after
publication by title and general summary upon the sooner of the effective date
of the 2023 IDO Annual Update or January 31st, 2025.

The attached legislation would adopt a text amendment in the Integrated Development
Ordinance (IDO) for a small area — the Northwest Mesa Escarpment View Protection Overlay
zone (VPO-2). This amendment is the small area component of the citywide amendment in
the 2023 IDO Annual Update to provide an opporttunity for tribal engagement in the City’s
development review and decision process.

BACKGROUND

IDO §14-16-6-3(1D), which tequires Annual Updates of the IDO, establishes a regular cycle
of discussion among residents, businesses, City Staff, and decision-makers to consider any
suggested changes to the IDO identified over the course of the preceding year.

Portions of these required Annual Updates may take one of two types of text amendments
outlined in the IDO: Amendments to IDO Text — Citywide [§14-16-6-7(D)] and Amendments
to IDO Text — Small Area [§14-16-6-7(F)]). Citywide text amendments apply genetally
throughout the City and are publicly heard using a legislative process. Text amendments to
Small Areas apply only to particular areas within the City and must be publicly heard using a
quasi-judicial process.

During the 2022 IDO Annual Update and a sepatrate request to amend the Mesa del Sol
Framework Plan, tribal governments and tribal community members requested for tribes to
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be recognized formally in the City’s development review and decision process. Mayor Keller
and Councilor Fiebelkorn worked together on a proposed amendment for the 2023 IDO
Annual Update that would require the City to tefet applications for development within the
following geographies to tribal governments and tribal representatives on the City’s
Commission for American Indian and Alaskan Native Affairs:

e (60 feet of Major Public Open Space

e 0660 feet of tribal lands

e Within the Northwest Mesa Escarpment View Protection Ovetlay zone (VPO-2)

The citywide portions of the tribal engagement amendment are part of the 2023 Annual
Update (RZ-2023-00040), which is legislative, and the VPO-2 component of the tribal
engagement amendment is a small area amendment, which is quasi-judicial and the subject of
this memo.

REQUEST

This request is a small area text amendment to the IDO that would requite the City to refer
applications within the Northwest Mesa Escarpment VPO-2 to Indian Nations, Pueblos, and
Tribes partially or wholly in New Mexico for comment. This is a small area component of the
tribal engagement amendment proposed in the citywide changes for the 2023 IDO Annual
Update.

The request generally furthers applicable Comprehensive Plan Goals and policies that pertain
to community identity, land use, and heritage conservation.

The Environmental Planning Commission heard the request on January 18, 2024, and
recommended denial based on findings elaborated in the Official Notification of Decision.

NOTIFICATION

Pursuant to the IDO, the required notice for small area text amendments must be emailed,
mailed, published, and posted on the web. The City published the required notice in the
newspaper and emailed notice to two representatives of cach registered neighborhood
organization. Mailed notice was sent to property owners within the small area and within 100
feet, as well as to neighborhood representatives without email addresses, as required. The City
posted notice on the Planning Department website and on the IDO update project website:
https://abg-zone.com/ido-annual-update-2023.

In addition to the requited notice, email notice was sent to the approximately 9,500 subsctibers
on the ABC-Z project email list on October 27, 2023; November 3, 2023; November 29, 2023;
and January 5, 2024.

Staff teceived a small number of written comments, all expressing support.
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EPC PROCESS

The Environmental Planning Commission (EPC) reviewed the proposed amendments duting
its Januatry 18, 2024 hearing, where the EPC discussed the proposed changes, heard public
testimony, considered recommended conditions, and voted on a recommendation to forward
to the City Council. A small number of property owners who have not developed their
properties attended the EPC hearing and expressed opposition based on concerns that the
process might give too much power to tribal entities. EPC found this testimony compelling
and voted to recommend Denial. The Official Notification of Decision for the request
contains the EPC’s findings and recommended condition.

CONCLUSION

Regarding Project #2018-001843, RZ-2023-00050, Adopting a Small Area Text Amendment
to the Integrated Development Ordinance (IDO) for the Northwest Mesa Escatpment View
Protection Overlay Zone in conjunction with Tribal Engagement Amendments in the 2023
IDO Annual Update, the EPC is forwarding a recommendation of Denial subject to
conditions.

Because the EPC recommended denial, this request is not reflected in a redline draft of the
IDO that incorporates the EPC’s conditions included in the transmittal of the record for the
2023 IDO Annual Update, Instead, the proposed amendment is incorporated in the adopting
ordinance sponsoted by Councilor Fiebelkorn for City Council’s consideration.

Cover Analysis

What is it?

This legislation would amend the Integrated Development Ordinance (IDO) related
to a small area — the Northwest Mesa Escarpment View Protection Overlay zone —
to add tribal entities to the City’s development review and decision process.

What will this piece of legislation do?

This legislation would require the City to refer applications for development within
the Northwest Mesa Escarpment View Protection Overlay Zone to tribal
governments and representatives on the Commission for American Indian and
Alaskan Native Affairs for comment.

Why is this project needed?

This amendment is requested by Councilor Fiebelkorn in recognition that
development near the Petroglyph National Monument is of interest to tribes in New
Mexico as the original stewards of this land, and this change would provide the
opportunity for these sovereign nations to comment on proposed development near
the lands that are still used for cultural and spiritual practices. The intent is that
comments from tribes can help minimize negative effects of development on the
Monument and encourage context-sensitive development that is compatible with
the surrounding landscape.

How much will it cost and what is the funding source?

There is no cost to the City.

Is there a revenue source associated with this contract? If so, what
level of income is projected?

There is no revenue expected from this legis]ation.

What will happen if the project is not approved?

The IDO would remain as is and not be amended. Without the amendments, tribal
governments and representatives would have no formal way to engage in the City’s
development review and decision process.

The City of Albuquerque Council Services Department, requests
to amend the text of the Integrated Development Ordinance
(IDO) regarding Tribal Engagement, which affects a small area,
the Northwest Mesa Escarpment View Protection Overlay Zone
—VPO-2.

On January 18, 2024, the Environmental Planning Commission (EPC) voted to forward a recommendation
of DENIAL to the City Council of Project # PR-2018-001843, RZ-2023-00050 — Text Amendment to
Integrated Development Ordinance (IDO), Small Area, based on the following Findings and subject to the
following Conditions for Recommendation of Denial.

RECOMMENDED FINDINGS:

1. The request is for a text amendment to the Integrated Development Ordinance (IDO) for a small
area as part of the Annual Update required by IDO Subsection 14-16-6-3(E). The proposed Small-
area amendment, when combined with the proposed City-wide amendments, are collectively
known as the 2023 IDO Annual Update.

2. The text amendment to this small area in the City is accompanied by proposed Citywide text
amendments, which were submitted separately pursuant to IDO Subsection 14-16-6-7(D) and are
the subject of another Staff report (RZ-2023-00040).

3. The small area text amendment is a proposed change requested by Council Services that affects
the Northwest Mesa Escarpment View Protection Overlay zone (VPO-2), as established in the
IDO.

4. This small area text amendment is a component of a Citywide amendment for tribal engagement
proposed in PR-2018-001843 / RZ-2023-00040, which would require the City to refer applications
for development within the Northwest Mesa View Protection Overlay Zone (VPO-2) to tribal
representatives as commenting agencies. Tribal representatives would have the same timeframes
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PR-2018-001843

RZ-2023-00050

for comments as other commenting agencies — 15 days for decisions requiring a public hearing
and policy decisions. VPO-2 is not included in the proposed Citywide requirement to offer a Pre-
submittal tribal meeting.

The IDO applies to land within the City of Albuquerque municipal boundaries. The IDO does not
apply to properties controlled by another jurisdiction, such as the State of New Mexico, federal
lands, or lands in unincorporated Bernalillo County or in other municipalities.

The EPC’s role is to make a recommendation to the City Council regarding the proposed
amendment to IDO text for this small area. As the City’s Planning and Zoning Authority, the City
Council will make the final decision. The EPC is a recommending body to the Council and has
important review authority. Because the proposed change affects properties only in a small area,
this is a quasi-judicial matter.

The Albuquerque City Charter, Albuguerque/Bernalillo County Comprehensive Plan and the City
of Albuquerque Integrated Development Ordinance (IDO) are incorporated herein by reference
and made part of the record for all purposes.

The request furthers the following relevant City Charter articles:

A. Atrticle I, Incorporation and Powers. Amending the IDO via text amendments is consistent with
the purpose of the City Charter to provide for maximum local self-government. The revised
regulatory language and process in the IDO helps implement a preponderance of relevant goals
and policies within the Comprehensive Plan and therefore can help guide future legislation.

B. Article IX, Environmental Protection. The IDO is an instrument to help promote and maintain
an aesthetic and humane urban environment for Albuquerque’s citizens, and thereby promote
improved quality of life. The proposed Small Area text amendment to the IDO would help
ensure that land is developed and used properly. Tribal governments and representatives would
become commenting agencies for development proposed within the Northwest Mesa
Escarpment View Protection Overlay Zone (VPOO02); therefore, Commissions, Boards, and
Committees would be better able to facilitate effective administration of City policy in this
area with the approval of this amendment.

The request generally furthers the following relevant City Charter articles:

A. Article XVII, Planning. In general, amending the IDO through the annual update process is an
instance of the Council exercising its role as the City’s ultimate planning and zoning authority.
The IDO will help implement the Comprehensive Plan and ensure that development in the City
is consistent with the intent of any other plans and ordinances that the Council adopts.

B. Section 2. In general, amending the IDO through the annual update process will help the Mayor
and his designees to administer the City’s land use plan — the Comprehensive Plan — to achieve
its vision for future growth and development through development that is regulated by the IDO.

The request partially furthers the following Comprehensive Plan Goal and Policies from Chapter
4: Community Identity:
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11.

. Goal 4.1 Character: Enhance, protect, and preserve distinct communities.

B. Policy 4.1.4 Neighborhoods: Enhance, protect, and preserve neighborhoods and traditional

communities as key to our long-term health and vitality..

. Policy 4.1.5 Natural Resources: Encourage high-quality development and redevelopment that

responds appropriately to the natural setting and ecosystem functions.

. Goal 4.2 Process: Engage communities to identify and plan for their distinct character and

needs.

. Policy 4.2.2 Community Engagement: Facilitate meaningful engagement opportunities and

respectful interactions in order to identify and address the needs of all residents.

While providing the opportunity for tribal governments and representatives of traditional tribal
communities to engage in the development review process is intended to result in development
that is more appropriately designed to respond to the unique natural setting surrounding the
Petroglyph National Monument to create a distinct community, tribal entities already have the
opportunity to comment on cases in the same way as the general public; therefore, the proposed
change is not necessary.

The request partially furthers the following Comprehensive Plan Goal and Policies from Chapter
5: Land Use:

A. Goal 5.7 Implementation Processes: Employ procedures and processes to effectively and

equitably implement the Comp Plan.

. Policy 5.7.5 Public Engagement: Provide regular opportunities for residents and stakeholders

to better understand and engage in the planning and development process.

Tribal communities have been stewards of this cultural landscape for millennia, and providing
the opportunity for their review/comment on proposed development is intended to help guide
development to be sustainable and result in a distinct community surrounding the Petroglyph
National Monument and the surrounding area, which was the intent of establishing the NW
Mesa Escarpment VPO-2. The request is consistent with Policy 5.2.1 Land Uses.

Property owners and developers expressed concern that this change in the process could add
delays and additional development cost; therefore, the proposed change may not result in
efficient development process and would not further this goal and policy.

12. The request does not meet the Review and Decision Criteria in Subsection 14-16-6-7(E) of the

IDO, as follows:

A. Criterion A: The proposed small area amendment is consistent with the health, safety, and

general welfare of the city as shown by furthering (and not being in conflict with) a
preponderance of applicable Goals and Policies in the ABC Comp Plan, as amended, and other
applicable plans adopted by the City.
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The proposed IDO text amendment only partially furthers some goals and policies; therefore,
the proposed amendment does not further a preponderance of applicable Goals and Policies.

. Criterion B: If the proposed small area amendment is located partially or completely in an

Area of Consistency (as shown in the ABC Comp Plan, as amended), the applicant must
demonstrate that the proposed amendment would clearly reinforce or strengthen the established
character of the surrounding Area of Consistency and would not allow development that is
significantly different from that character. The applicant must also demonstrate that the
existing zoning regulations are inappropriate because they meet any of the following criteria:

1.

There has been a significant change in neighborhood or community conditions affecting the
small area.

The proposed zoning regulations are more advantageous to the community as articulated by
the ABC Comp Plan, as amended (including implementation of patterns of land use,
development density and intensity, and connectivity), and other applicable adopted City

plan(s).

The proposed amendment does not meet Criterion 14-16-6-7(E)(3)(b) because the small area is
located partially in an Area of Consistency, but it is not more advantageous to the community

because it does not further a preponderance of Goals and Policies in the Comprehensive Plan.

. Criterion C: If the proposed small area amendment is located wholly in an Area of Change (as

shown in the ABC Comp Plan, as amended), the applicant must demonstrate that the existing
zoning regulations are inappropriate because they meet at least one of the following criteria:

1.

There has been a significant change in neighborhood or community conditions affecting the
small area that justifies this request.

The proposed zoning regulations are more advantageous to the community as articulated by
the ABC Comp Plan, as amended (including implementation of patterns of land use,
development density and intensity, and connectivity), and other applicable adopted City

plan(s).
This criterion is not applicable because the small area includes Areas of Consistency.

. Criterion D: If the proposed amendment changes allowable uses, the proposed amendment

does not allow permissive uses that would be harmful to adjacent property, the neighborhood,
or the community, unless the Use-specific Standards in Section 16-16-4-3 associated with that
use will adequately mitigate those harmful impacts.

This criterion is not applicable because the proposed amendment does not change allowable
uses.

. Criterion E: The applicant’s justification is not based completely or predominantly on the cost

of land or economic considerations.

The small area amendment meets Criterion 14-16-6-7(E)(3)(e) because the request is not
completely or predominantly justified based on the cost of land or economic considerations.

For a Text Amendment to IDO — Small Area, the required notice must be emailed, mailed,
published, and posted on the web. (See Table 6-1-1.) Email notice was sent to the two
representatives of each Neighborhood Association and Coalition registered with the Office of
Neighborhood Coordination (ONC) as required by IDO Subsection 14-16-6-4(K)(2)(a). On
December 6, mailed notice was sent to 8,861 property owners within the Northwest Mesa
Escarpment View Protection Overlay zone and within 100 feet of the boundary, but not to property
owners within 660 feet, which was an error. A recommended condition of approval revises the
small area to the VPO-2 boundary, which would coincide with the provided mailed notice. The
City published notice of the EPC hearing as a legal ad in the ABQ Journal newspaper. Notice was
posted on the Planning Department website and on the project website.

City staff held public review meetings about the IDO Annual Update, including small area
amendments, on October 12-13 and November 17, 2023 via Zoom.

For a Text Amendment to IDO — Small Area, a pre-submittal neighborhood meeting must be
offered to Neighborhood Associations that include or are adjacent to the small area. A
neighborhood meeting was held on October 28, 2023 via Zoom.

The EPC held a study session regarding the proposed 2023 IDO amendments on December 7,
2023. This was a publicly-noticed meeting, but public comments were not taken.

As of this writing, City Council has scheduled a post-submittal facilitated meeting as requested by
the Santa Fe Village Neighborhood Association to discuss the proposed amendment on January
10, 2024.

As of this writing, 1 written comment have been received from the public about this component of
the tribal engagement amendment, and approximately 6 public comments were pinned on the
exhibit posted online. All comments have been in support.

Participants expressed support during the pre-submittal neighborhood meeting.

Public testimony from the hearing on January 18, 2024 from property owners with undeveloped
land within the Northwest Mesa Escarpment View Protection Overlay Zone (VPO-2) expressed
concerns that the proposed amendment would add a layer of complexity in the development
process that could contribute to delays and additional development costs. The EPC finds this
argument compelling and does not support the proposed amendment.

Because the EPC is a recommending body for this IDO text amendment for a small area, the City
Council will be the ultimate decision-maker. If City Council considers adopting this amendment,
EPC has approved a Recommended Condition that edits the proposed amendment to remove the
660-foot distance from the VPO-2 so that only applications within the VPO-2 will be referred to
tribal representatives. This change aligns with the mailed notice provided to property owners
within the VPO-2 and those within 100 feet.

On January 11, 2024, EPC approved 4 conditions that changed the text of the Citywide tribal
engagement amendment (PR-2018-001843 / RZ-2023-00040, Conditions #28-31). These
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conditions will be reflected in the revised amendment that will be transmitted to City Council for
consideration on this small area component of the Citywide tribal engagement amendment.

RECOMMENDED CONDITION FOR RECOMMENDATION OF DENIAL.:

1. In the proposed Subsection 14-16-6-4(J)(10), revise the language to delete “660 feet of” so that
tribal referrals take place for applications proposing development within the Northwest Mesa
Escarpment View Protection Overlay zone boundary.

APPEAL.: It is not possible to appeal an EPC Recommendation to the City Council, since this is not a final
decision. For more information regarding the appeal process, please refer to Section 14-16-6-4(V) of the
Integrated Development Ordinance (IDO), Administration and Enforcement.

The proposed amendment is Item #58 in a spreadsheet of
“IDO Annual Update 2023 — EPC Review - Citywide” (see
attachment). The small area portion of the Exhibit would
require the City to refer applications for proposed
development within 660 feet of the Northwest Mesa
Escarpment View Protection Overlay Zone (VPO-2) to
Indian Nations, Tribes, or Pueblos for comments.

The request generally furthers a preponderance of
applicable Comprehensive Plan Goals and Policies that
pertain to community identity, land use, and heritage
conservation. The proposed changes are intended to
strengthen development review procedures and encourage
design that is most appropriate and sensitive to the cultural
landscape  surrounding the Petroglyph  National
Monument.

Staff has received few public comments, all in support.

Comments received before January 8 at 9AM are attached to and addressed in this Staff Report. Comments received before
January 11% at 9AM are attached, but not addressed. Clarifying materials received before Januaryl6™ at 9 AM (after
publication of this report and more than 48 hours before tﬁdgring) will be forwarded to the EPC for consideration at the
hearing and are not attached to this report.
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1. INTRODUCTION

Background

When it became effective in May 2018, the Integrated Development Ordinance (IDO) established a
process to update zoning regulations annually. IDO Subsection 14-16-6-3(D) requires the Planning
Department to prepare proposed amendments to the text of the IDO and submit them every calendar
year for an EPC hearing. The IDO annual update process establishes a regular, required cycle for
discussion among residents, businesses, City Staff, and decision-makers to consider any needed changes
that were identified over the course of the year.

The 2019 IDO Annual Update that became effective in November 2020 establishes two types of
amendments for zoning changes:

e Amendment to IDO Text — Citywide [Subsection 14-16-6-7(D)] and
e Amendment to IDO Text — Small Area [Subsection 14-16-6-7(E)].

Citywide text amendments apply generally throughout the city, are legislative in nature, and are
reviewed using a legislative process. Text amendments that only apply to small areas in the city are
quasi-judicial in nature, requiring a review process that includes mailed notice to affected property
owners and a prohibition of ex parte communication with decision-makers about the proposed changes.
City Councilors will be acting as legislators when adopting citywide text amendments and as quasi-
judges when adopting text amendments only affecting properties in specific small areas.

Request

This request is for a text amendment of the Integrated Development Ordinance (IDO) affecting a small
area in tandem with the Annual Update required by Subsection 14-16-6-3(D). A citywide text
amendment related to tribal engagement was submitted as part of the Annual Update for 2023 and
included in the Staff Report for citywide amendments heard by the Environmental Planning
Commission on December 14, 2023 and January 11, 2024. The tribal engagement amendment was Item
#58 in the Citywide Spreadsheet, and the proposed text changes were included in an associated Council
memo from Councilor Tammy Fiebelkorn. This proposed amendment included a component that would
only affect a small area within the city — the Northwest Mesa Escarpment View Protection Overlay zone
(NW Mesa Escarpment VPO-2). The same tribal engagement amendment was submitted as a small area
amendment as required by Subsection 14-16-6-7(E) for decision-makers to consider the small area
component, which is the subject of this Staff Report. The proposed citywide amendments, when
combined with the proposed small area amendments, are collectively known as the 2023 IDO Annual
Update.

The small area component of the tribal engagement amendment would require the City to refer
applications for proposed development within 660 feet of the NW Mesa Escarpment VPO-2 to Indian
Nations, tribes, or pueblos located partially or wholly in New Mexico and to representatives on the
City’s Commission for American Indian and Alaskan Native Affairs for comment.

As proposed, these tribal entities would receive all applications regulated by the IDO in Table 6-1-1,
whether the decisions were administrative, decisions that require a public hearing, or policy decisions.
This change would affect text in IDO Subsection 14-16-6-4(J).
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A proposed citywide amendment [Item #31] for the same IDO Subsection would clarify that the City
procedures for decisions that require a public hearing or policy decisions would allow a 15-day
commenting period for agency commenters, while administrative decisions would not delay the City’s
decision for comments, but any comments received before the decision would be considered.

The proposed amendment is intended to provide an opportunity for tribal governments to engage in the
City’s review and decision procedures for proposed development near tribal land, Major Public Open
Space, the Petroglyph National Monument, and the NW Mesa Escarpment VPO-2. In addition, the
amendment adds tribal governments to the Archaeological Certificate procedure, which is required prior
to subdivision, site plans, or master development plans for projects 5+ acres anywhere in the city.

The NW Mesa Escarpment VPO-2 was established with the IDO to carry over view protection
regulations for all development near the Petroglyph National Monument. The small area tracks with a
boundary established by the previous Northwest Mesa Escarpment Plan, which was a Rank 3 Sector
Development Plan prior to the IDO. VPO-2 limits building heights, reflectivity, and color to limit the
visual impact of development near the Monument.

Applicability

The proposed IDO text amendments apply to properties within 660 feet of the NW Mesa Escarpment
VPO-2 that are within the City of Albuquerque municipal boundaries. The IDO does not apply to lands
owned or controlled by another jurisdiction, such as the State of New Mexico, Federal lands, or tribal
lands. Properties in unincorporated Bernalillo County or other municipalities, such as the Village of Los
Ranchos and City of Rio Rancho, are also not subject to the IDO.

Environmental Planning Commission (EPC) Role

The EPC is hearing this case pursuant to Subsection 14-16-6-7(E), Amendment to IDO Text — Small
Area. The EPC’s task is to review the proposed changes and make a recommendation to the City Council
regarding the small area component of the proposed text amendment. The EPC is a recommending body
with review authority and can submit Recommended Conditions of Approval as it deems necessary. As
the City’s Planning and Zoning Authority, the City Council will make the final decision. This is a quasi-
judicial matter.

II. ANALYSIS OF ORDINANCES, PLANS, AND POLICIES

Charter of the City of Albuquerque
The Citizens of Albuquerque adopted the City Charter in 1971. Applicable articles include:

Article I, Incorporation and Powers

The municipal corporation now existing and known as the City of Albuquerque shall remain and
continue to be a body corporate and may exercise all legislative powers and perform all functions not
expressly denied by general law or charter. Unless otherwise provided in this Charter, the power of the
city to legislate is permissive and not mandatory. If the city does not legislate, it may nevertheless act
in the manner provided by law. The purpose of this Charter is to provide for maximum local self-
government. A liberal construction shall be given to the powers granted by this Charter.
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Amending the IDO via text amendment is consistent with the purpose of the City Charter to
provide for maximum local self-government. The revised process for development review in the
IDO would generally help implement the Comprehensive Plan.

Article IX, Environmental Protection

The Council (City Commission) in the interest of the public in general shall protect and preserve
environmental features such as water, air, and other natural endowments, ensure the proper use and
development of land, and promote and maintain an aesthetic and humane urban environment. To affect
these ends the Council shall take whatever action is necessary and shall enact ordinances and shall
establish appropriate Commissions, Boards or Committees with jurisdiction, authority, and Staff
sufficient to effectively administer City policy in this area.

The proposed small area text amendment would help ensure that land is developed and used
properly and that an aesthetic and humane urban environment is maintained. The IDO is the
implementation instrument for the City’s Comprehensive Plan, which protects and promotes
health, safety, and welfare in the interest of the public. Commissions, Boards, and Committees
would have updated and clarified regulations to help facilitate effective administration of City
policy in this area.

Article XVII, Planning

Section 1. The Council is the city’s ultimate planning and zoning authority, including the adoption and
interpretation of the Comprehensive Plan and the Capital Improvement Plan. The Council is also the
city’s ultimate authority with respect to interpretation of adopted plans, ordinances, and individual
cases.

Amending the IDO through the annual update process is an instance of the Council exercising
its role as the City’s ultimate planning and zoning authority. The IDO will help implement the
Comprehensive Plan and ensure that development in the city is consistent with the intent of any
other plans and ordinances that the Council adopts.

Section 2. The Mayor or his designee shall formulate and submit to the Council the Capital
Improvement Plans and shall oversee the implementation, enforcement, and administration of land
use plans.

Amending the IDO through the annual update process will help the Administration to implement
the Comprehensive Plan vision for future growth and development and will help enforce and
administer land use plans.

Albuquerque / Bernalillo County Comprehensive Plan (Rank 1)

The Comprehensive Plan and the IDO were developed together and are mutually supportive. The
overarching purpose of the IDO (see Subsection 14-16-1-3) is to implement the Comprehensive Plan
and protect the health, safety, and general welfare of the public.

The request for a text amendment to the IDO for the NW Mesa Escarpment VPO-2 related to tribal
engagement is generally consistent with a preponderance of applicable Comprehensive Plan Goals and
policies. Applicable Goals and Policied are listed below, and Staff’s analysis follows in bold italics.

Chapter 4: Community Identity
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Goal 4.1 Character: Enhance, protect, and preserve distinct communities.

Policy 4.1.4 Neighborhoods: Enhance, protect, and preserve neighborhoods and traditional
communities as key to our long-term health and vitality.

Policy 4.1.5 Natural Resources: Encourage high-quality development and redevelopment that
responds appropriately to the natural setting and ecosystem functions.

The proposed amendment would generally help enhance, protect, and preserve traditional
communities because it includes an additional process to allow Indian Nations, tribes, and
pueblos to comment on proposed development within the NW Mesa Escarpment VPO-2.
Engaging tribal governments in the development review process may result in high-quality
development that is designed to be appropriate within the NW Mesa Escarpment VPO-2,
which surrounds sensitive cultural resources, including the Petroglyph National Monument;
therefore, the request is consistent with Goal 4.1 Character, Policy 4.1.4 Neighborhoods, and
Policy 4.1.5 Natural Resources.

Goal 4.2 Process: Engage communities to identify and plan for their distinct character and needs.

Policy 4.2.2 Community Engagement: Facilitate meaningful engagement opportunities and
respectful interactions in order to identify and address the needs of all residents.

The proposed amendment would help facilitate meaningful engagement opportunities by
expanding the review/decision process to representatives of tribal communities on lands near
the Petroglyph National Monument, which many tribal community members still use and
value as an important cultural landscape. The proposed amendment provides opportunities to
engage tribal governments and representatives in the review of proposed development near
the Petroglyph National Monument and the surrounding area, which was the intent of
establishing the NW Mesa Escarpment VPO-2. Tribal communities have been stewards of this
cultural landscape for millennia, and providing the opportunity for review/comment on
proposed development is intended to help identify the needs of tribal communities. The request
is consistent with Goal 4.2 and Policy 4.2.2.

Chapter 5: Land Use

Goal 5.7 Implementation Processes: Employ procedures and processes to effectively and equitably
implement the Comp Plan.

Policy 5.7.5 Public Engagement: Provide regular opportunities for residents and stakeholders to
better understand and engage in the planning and development process.

The request would help implement the Comp Plan by adding tribal engagement processes to
the review/decision procedures in the IDO in order to implement the Comprehensive Plan.
The request is consistent with Goal 5.7 Implementation Processes and Policy 5.7. Public
Engagement.

Chapter 11: Heritage Conservation

Goal 11.3 Cultural Landscapes: Protect, reuse, and/or enhance significant cultural landscapes as
important contributors to our heritage and rich and complex identities.
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Policy 11.3.1 Natural and Cultural Features: Preserve and enhance the natural and cultural
characteristics and features that contribute to the distinct identity of communities, neighborhoods,
and cultural landscapes.

Policy 11.3.4 Petroglyph National Monument: Regulate adjacent development to protect and
preserve the Petroglyph National Monument — its volcanoes, petroglyphs, and Northwest Mesa
Escarpment — as a priceless cultural landscape and community resource that provides physical,
cultural, and economic benefits.

The request helps to protect a significant cultural landscape and its important contribution to
our heritage and rich and complex identities. Including representatives of tribal communities
in the review/decision process for proposed development near the Petroglyph National
Monument, within the NW Mesa Escarpment VPO-2, will allow opportunities for the original
stewards of this natural and cultural landscape to help guide proposed development to
minimize negative impacts and maximize opportunities for blending with and enhancing the
natural environment. The request is consistent with Goal 11.3 Cultural Landscapes, Policy
11.3.1 Natural and Cultural Features, and Policy 11.3.4 Petroglyph National Monument.

Integrated Development Ordinance (IDO) — 14-16-6-7(E) Amendment to IDO Text — Small Areas

City Councilor Tammy Fiebelkorn requested the proposed text amendment to the IDO for tribal referrals
within 660 feet of the NW Mesa Escarpment VPO-2. Council Services Staff submitted this proposed
amendment for the EPC’s review and recommendation in tandem with the citywide changes proposed
for the 2023 IDO Annual Update.

This request for IDO Text Amendment — Small Area was submitted after the July 27, 2023 effective
date of the 2022 Annual IDO Update; therefore, it is subject to applicable standards and processes
therein. Because this small area text amendment is part of a citywide amendment submitted as part of
the Annual Update, IDO Subsection 14-16-6-3(D) applies.

The request is required to meet the review and decision criteria for Amendment to IDO Text — Small
Area in Subsections 14-16-6-7(E)(3)(a-e). The applicant’s justification letter (see attachment)
demonstrates that the request adequately meets the criteria. The requirement is in plain text; Staff
analysis follows in bold italic text.

Criterion 14-16-6-7(E)(3)(a): The proposed small area amendment is consistent with the health, safety,
and general welfare of the city as shown by furthering (and not conflicting with) a preponderance of
applicable Goals and Policies in the ABC Comp Plan, as amended, and other applicable plans adopted
by the City.

Applicant Response (summarized by Planning staff): The proposed change furthers Goals and Policies
in the Comprehensive Plan, because it engages tribal governments and representatives in the
development review process for projects proposed within the NW Mesa Escarpment VPO-2, which is
intended to be a distinct community surrounding the Petroglyph National Monument, which is a sacred
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cultural landscape for many tribal communities. Comments from tribal governments can help lead to
development that is designed in a way that is sensitive to and enhances the surrounding environment.

The Applicant Response and the Staff Policy Analysis above found that the proposed amendment
would further the following Comprehensive Plan Policies:

Policy 4.1.5 Natural Resources

Policy 4.2.2 Community Engagement

Policy 5.7.5 Public Engagement:

Policy 11.3.1 Natural and Cultural Features
Policy 11.3.4 Petroglyph National Monument

The Staff Policy Analysis above also found that the proposed amendment would further the following
Comprehensive Plan Goals and Policies:

The proposed small area text amendment is generally consistent with the spirit and intent of the
Comprehensive Plan, and other policies and plans adopted by the City Council, because it would help
guide growth and development and identify and address significant issues in a holistic way
(Comprehensive Plan, p. 1-5). The proposed change is consistent with Comprehensive Plan Goals
and policies that direct the City to adopt and maintain an effective regulatory system for land use and
zoning, as well as multiple goals and policies related to Community Identity, Land Use, and Heritage
Conservation. The proposed small area amendment is consistent with the health, safety, and general
welfare of the city as shown by furthering (and not conflicting with) a preponderance of applicable
Goals and Policies in the Comprehensive Plan; therefore, the request generally meets Criterion 14-
16-6-7(D)(3)(a). See Staff’s policy analysis above.
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Criterion 14-16-6-7(E)(3)(b): 1f the proposed small area amendment is located partially or completely
in an Area of Consistency (as shown in the ABC Comp Plan, as amended), the applicant must
demonstrate that the proposed amendment would clearly reinforce or strengthen the established
character of the surrounding Area of Consistency and would not allow development that is significantly
different from that character. The applicant must also demonstrate that the existing zoning regulations
are inappropriate because they meet any of the following criteria:

1.

There has been a significant change in neighborhood or community conditions affecting the
small area.

The proposed zoning regulations are more advantageous to the community as articulated by
the ABC Comp Plan, as amended (including implementation of patterns of land use,
development density and intensity, and connectivity), and other applicable adopted City

plan(s).

Applicant Response to 6-7(E)(3)(B): Some portions of the impacted VPO-2 area are within
an Area of Consistency. The proposed small area amendment would reinforce or strengthen
the established character of the area by ensuring that tribal entities and their representatives
are not only informed of active development in the area, but are asked to provide comment
and feedback on development in that area.

Applicant Response to 6-7(E)(3)(B)(2): The proposed regulation is more advantageous to
the community as articulated by the policy justification in criterion 6-7(E)(3)(A).

The existing zoning regulations do not require referral to tribal governments for proposed
development. Engaging tribal governments is intended to provide opportunities for
comments that help guide appropriate development that can reinforce or strengthen the
established character in Areas of Consistency, including the Petroglyph National
Monument. The proposed small area text amendment is more advantageous to the
community as articulated by the Comprehensive Plan by furthering multiple goals and
policies related to Community Identity, Land Use, and Heritage Conservation. Overall,
the request generally meets Criterion 14-16-6-7(D)(3)(a). See Staff’s policy analysis
above.

Criterion 14-16-6-7(E)(3)(c): If the proposed small area amendment is located wholly in an Area of
Change (as shown in the ABC Comp Plan, as amended), the applicant must demonstrate that the existing
zoning regulations are inappropriate because they meet at least one of the following criteria:

1.

There has been a significant change in neighborhood or community conditions affecting the
small area that justifies this request.

The proposed zoning regulations are more advantageous to the community as articulated by the
ABC Comp Plan, as amended (including implementation of patterns of land use, development
density and intensity, and connectivity), and other applicable adopted City plan(s).

Applicant Response: This criterion is not applicable because the small area amendment is
not located wholly in an Area of Change.

Staff Response: The small area amendment is not located wholly in an Area of Change. The
small area includes Areas of Consistency as well as Areas of Change.

Criterion 14-16-6-7(E)(d): If the proposed amendment changes allowable uses, the proposed
amendment does not allow permissive uses that would be harmful to adjacent property, the
neighborhood, or the community, unless the Use-specific Standards in Section 16-16-4-3 associated
with that use will adequately mitigate those harmful impacts.

Applicant Response: This criterion is not applicable because this small area amendment
proposes no changes to allowable uses.

Staff Response: The proposed amendment does not change allowable uses; rather, it
changes development review procedures to include tribal engagement.

Criterion 14-16-6-7(E)(3)(e): The applicant’s justification is not based completely or predominantly on
the cost of land or economic considerations.

Applicant Response: This small area amendment is not based completely or predominantly
on the cost of land or economic considerations. Implementing additional community
involvement in the review and approval process is not related to the cost of land or economic
considerations.

Staff Response: The proposed amendment is not based completely or predominantly on
the cost of land or economic considerations; rather, it is intended to provide opportunities
for tribal engagement during development review on land that may impact tribal
communities.

I11. PROPOSED AMENDMENTS & DISCUSSION

The proposed small area text amendment is one component of a tribal engagement amendment
submitted by Councilor Fiebelkorn for the 2023 IDO Update. (See Item #58 in the spreadsheet “IDO
Annual Update 2023 — EPC Review — Citywide” and the associated exhibit.)

Tribal Referrals — 14-16-6-4-(J); 14-16-6-5(A); 14-16-7-1 [Item #58]

This amendment proposed by City Council requires the City to refer applications for proposed
development to Tribal Nations as commenting agencies. The amendment is intended to establish a
formal mechanism to communicate with leaders of Indian Nations, Tribes, or Pueblos in New Mexico
and tribal representatives serving on the City’s Commission on American Indian and Native Alaskan
Affairs about development that may impact tribal communities. This change would provide the
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opportunity for Tribal Nations to comment on proposed projects as they choose within the established
timeframes for review.

Referrals for comment would be required for proposed development in the following locations:

Within 660 feet of the Petroglyph National Monument;

Within 660 feet of Major Open Public Space;

Within 660 feet of Tribal Lands;

Within 660 feet of Northwest Mesa Escarpment View Protection Overlay Zone — VPO-2.

The proposed change related to Major Public Open Space (which includes the Petroglyph National
Monument) and tribal land are considered citywide because they would affect properties located
throughout the city; therefore, those components of the amendment are being considered as part of the
citywide text amendments as a legislative matter.

The referral for applications within 660 feet of the VPO-2 boundary constitutes a new small area, created
through a small area text amendment, requiring a separate application and a quasi-judicial
review/decision process. Small area text amendments require mailed notice as part of due process for
affected property owners. The IDO requires notice to property owners within the small area plus those
within 100 feet of the small area. In this case, Council staff sent the mailed notice to all property owners
within the VPO-2 boundary and property owners within 100 feet of the boundary. As originally
proposed, the amendment would affect property owners within 660 feet of the boundary. Planning staff
confirmed with Council staff that the intent was to refer applications only within the VPO-2 boundary,
since the VPO-2 itself establishes a boundary that includes a buffer around the Petroglyph National
Monument. Planning staff has proposed a Condition to amend the language accordingly. If EPC
concurs, then the public notice will be adequate. If the EPC chooses to keep the 660 feet distance, then
public notice will need to be supplemented to the additional affected property owners.

The Albuquerque Indian School Area was originally included in the submitted amendment, which
would have also constituted a small area text amendment, the sponsoring Councilor requested that it be
stricken from the proposed amendment, and Planning staff has submitted a proposed Condition of
Approval for EPC’s consideration at the January 11" hearing.

The proposed amendment adds definitions for “Indian Nation, Tribe, or Pueblo,” “Tribal
Representative,” and “Tribal Land” to Section 14-16-7-1. The City’s Office of Native American Affairs
maintains the list of contacts for tribal leaders and tribal representatives. This definition would make
Tribal governments responsible for submitting in writing requests to map land as tribal land for the
purpose of triggering referrals for comment when the City receives applications for proposed
development within 660 feet.
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1V. PUBLIC OUTREACH

Meetings and Presentations

The proposed amendments in the 2023 Annual Update were reviewed during two online public study
sessions in October 2023 via Zoom, prior to application submittal for the EPC process. One session was
held on October 12, 2023 in the evening and another session on October 13, 2023 over the lunch hour,
covering the same content. Planning Staff presented the proposed text amendments and answered
questions from participants for both the citywide and the small area amendments.

A pre-submittal Neighborhood Meeting was held on October 28, 2023.

Another public meeting to review and discuss the Annual Update changes was held on November 17,
2023 after the EPC application was submitted. A link to the presentation, in .pdf format and video

The EPC held a study session regarding the proposed 2023 IDO amendments on December 7, 2023.
This was a publicly-noticed meeting, although no public input is taken during study sessions. (See EPC
Rules of Practice and Procedure, Article II, Section V.) The presentation from the study session and
other information about the EPC hearing is available at this link: https://abg-zone.com/ido-annual-
update-2023#paragraphs-item-335.

Planning staff met with tribal representatives on the City’s Commission on American Indian and
Alaskan Native Affairs on December 13, 2023 to gather comments.

As of this writing, Council staff has scheduled a post-submittal facilitated meeting with the Santa Fe
Village Neighborhood Association to discuss the proposed amendment on January 10, 2024. If
available, the facilitated meeting report will be forwarded to the EPC for consideration on January 18.
If it is not available, it will be added to the case file and forwarded to City Council for consideration at
the next hearing by the Land Use, Planning, and Zoning Committee.

V. NOTICE

Required Notice for the EPC Hearing
For an Amendment to IDO Text — Small Area, public notice must be published, emailed, mailed, and
posted on the web. (See Table 6-1-1: Summary of Development Review Procedures.)

The City published notice of the EPC hearing as a legal ad in the ABQ Journal newspaper on January
3,2024.

Email notice was sent to the two representatives of 13 Neighborhood Associations and the Westside

Coalition of Neighborhood registered with the Office of Neighborhood Coordination (ONC) pursuant
to the requirements of IDO Subsection 14-16-6-4(K). (See attachments.)
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Mailed notice was sent to 8,861 property owners within the NW Mesa Escarpment VPO-2 boundary
and within 100 feet of the boundary. The first mailed notice included the incorrect date for the EPC
hearing, so a second postcard was mailed to all property owners correcting the date.

Additional Notice Provided

Email notice about the pre-application review meetings was sent to approximately 9,500 subscribers on
the ABC-Z project update email list on September 15, 2022, and a reminder email was sent alongside a
Comprehensive Plan update email on October 4, 2023. An email notice announcing submittal of the
EPC application, the November 17th public meeting, December 7th EPC study session, and December
14th hearing was sent on October 27, 2023. Additional reminder emails were sent on November 3 and
November 29, 2023.

The City sent letters about the tribal engagement amendment to 27 tribal leaders across New Mexico.

VI. AGENCY & PUBLIC COMMENTS
Agency Comments

The following questions were received from the Albuquerque Metropolitan Arroyo Flood Control
District (AMAFCA) about the implications of the proposed amendment to public projects, presumably
related to stormwater management relevant to AMAFCA. Staff response to these questions is in bold
italics.

e What does the review process look like for other governmental agency projects within the VPO-2
as compared to private development?

There would be no difference to public vs. private development in terms of the proposed
development review/decision process; however, the IDO only regulates development outside of
public rights-of-way in land that has zoning within the City of Albuquerque municipal boundary.
AMAFCA projects are largely within public rights-of-way on land that is unclassified, meaning
it does not have a zoning designation and therefore would not be regulated by the IDO or subject
to the proposed tribal engagement process.

e Will the Tribal Engagement process have standard requirements for the VPO-2 area?

Yes. All applications in IDO Table 6-1-1 for proposed development within 660 feet of the VPO-2
area would be referred to Indian Nations, Tribes, and Pueblos located wholly or partially in New
Mexico for comment.

e Will the comments be limited to view heights as intended by the VPO-2?
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The VPO-2 establishes regulations for color, reflectivity, and roof-mounted equipment, not just
building heights.

The City does not have the authority to limit the content of agencies’ comments, nor would it be
appropriate; however, IDO regulations cannot be changed (added to, amended, or deleted) as
they related to applications for administrative decisions or most decisions that require a public
hearing. The exceptions are Conditional Use requests, variances, and waivers, all of which
involve discretion about the conditions of approval that are appropriate on a case-by-case basis.
While tribal representatives may make any comment they deem appropriate, the City will not be
able to change the decision criteria or regulations already established in the IDO. Discussions
between the applicant and tribal representatives may help shape the design, layout, or proposed
elements of a development if the applicant agrees to the changes.

e Will there limitations to what changes a Tribal Representative can request from development?

No. Tribal Representatives can and should request whatever seems appropriate; however,
decision-makers cannot change the decision criteria or add conditions that change regulations
already established in the IDO (whether additions, amendments, or deletions). Discussions
between the applicant and tribal representatives may help shape the design, layout, or proposed
elements of a development if the applicant agrees to the changes.

Public and Neighborhood Comments
Letters via e-mail

As of this writing, Staff received only 2 written comments specifically about the NW Mesa
Escarpment VPO-2 component of the tribal engagement amendment. The comments are both
strongly in support of the proposed amendment. (See attachments.)

Tribal Engagement Comments

Three people pinned comments on the tribal engagement amendment exhibit, all in support. Two people
pinned comments on the IDO Annual Update Spreadsheet on Item #58, both in support. (See
attachments.) Four people supported the tribal engagement amendment in their comments covering
many items in the Citywide Annual Update.

The National Park Service sent written comments to the EPC in support, requesting that the time for
commenting be extended to 30 days. (See attachments.) This request would delay all development
decisions regulated by the IDO. Planning staff is recommending a different approach to get proposed
development on the radar even before an application is submitted and to allow early dialogue. See the
discussion about a Pre-submittal Tribal Meeting in Section III of the Citywide Staff Report.
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The Pueblo of Laguna sent written comments to the EPC for the citywide text amendment discussion
in December 2023, generally in support, with some requested changes. For the most part, the requested
changes will be considered with the citywide text amendment, but one change would affect this small
area. The Pueblo of Laguna requested that the distance be extended from 660 feet to 1 mile (5,280 feet).
If the EPC would like to change the proposed amendment to 1 mile, then additional notice will need to
be mailed to property owners within that additional distance plus 100 feet.

VIl. CONCLUSION

The request is for a text amendment to the IDO for a small area (within 660 feet of the Northwest Mesa
Escarpment View Protection Overlay zone). This request is in tandem with the 2023 IDO Update and a
component of a tribal engagement amendment that is part of the citywide text amendments (Item #58
in the spreadsheet and proposed in an exhibit). The EPC’s role is to review and make a recommendation
to the City Council.

This request meets the review and decision criteria for citywide text amendments in IDO Subsection
14-16-6-7(E)(3).

The request is generally consistent with applicable Articles of the City Charter and furthers a

preponderance of applicable Comprehensive Plan Goals and Policies from Chapter 4: Community
Identity, Chapter 5: Land Use, and Chapter 11: Heritage Conservation.
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Planning Staff held online study sessions and open houses regarding the proposed changes. The request
was announced in the Albuquerque Journal, on the ABC-Z project webpage, and by e-mail. Email notice
was sent to neighborhood representatives as required, and mailed notice was sent to property owners
within the NW Mesa Escarpment VPO-2 + 100 feet of the boundary. Note that there is a proposed
Condition of Approval that would change the proposed language in the amendment to match the notice
to property owners; if EPC does not approve the proposed Condition, then additional mailed and
emailed notice will need to be sent to Neighborhood Associations within 600 feet and property owners
within 700 feet of the NW Mesa Escarpment VPO-2 boundary.

There were very few comments about this component of the proposed tribal engagement amendment,
and all were in support.

The request is for a text amendment to the Integrated Development Ordinance (IDO) for a small
area as part of the Annual Update required by IDO Subsection 14-16-6-3(E). The proposed Small-
area amendment, when combined with the proposed City-wide amendments, are collectively known
as the 2023 IDO Annual Update.

The text amendment to this small area in the City is accompanied by proposed Citywide text
amendments, which were submitted separately pursuant to IDO Subsection 14-16-6-7(D) and are
the subject of another Staff report (RZ-2023-00040).

The small area text amendment is a proposed change requested by Council Services that affects the
Northwest Mesa Escarpment View Protection Overlay zone (VPO-2), as established in the IDO.

The IDO applies to land within the City of Albuquerque municipal boundaries. The IDO does not
apply to properties controlled by another jurisdiction, such as the State of New Mexico, federal
lands, or lands in unincorporated Bernalillo County or in other municipalities.

The EPC’s role is to make a recommendation to the City Council regarding the proposed amendment
to IDO text for this small area. As the City’s Planning and Zoning Authority, the City Council will
make the final decision. The EPC is a recommending body to the Council and has important review
authority. Because the proposed change affects properties only in a small area, this is a quasi-judicial
matter.

The Albuquerque City Charter, Albuquerque/Bernalillo County Comprehensive Plan and the City
of Albuquerque Integrated Development Ordinance (IDO) are incorporated herein by reference and
made part of the record for all purposes.

The request furthers the following relevant City Charter articles:

A. Atrticle I, Incorporation and Powers. Amending the IDO via text amendments is consistent with
the purpose of the City Charter to provide for maximum local self-government. The revised
regulatory language and process in the IDO helps implement a preponderance of relevant goals
and policies within the Comprehensive Plan and therefore can help guide future legislation.
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B.

Article IX, Environmental Protection. The IDO is an instrument to help promote and maintain
an aesthetic and humane urban environment for Albuquerque’s citizens, and thereby promote
improved quality of life. The proposed Small Area text amendment to the IDO would help
ensure that land is developed and used properly. Tribal governments and representatives would
become commenting agencies for development proposed within the Northwest Mesa
Escarpment View Protection Overlay Zone (VPOO02); therefore, Commissions, Boards, and
Committees would be better able to facilitate effective administration of City policy in this area
with the approval of this amendment.

8. The request generally furthers the following relevant City Charter articles:

A. Article XVII, Planning. In general, amending the IDO through the annual update process is an

instance of the Council exercising its role as the City’s ultimate planning and zoning authority.
The IDO will help implement the Comprehensive Plan and ensure that development in the City
is consistent with the intent of any other plans and ordinances that the Council adopts.

B. Section 2. In general, amending the IDO through the annual update process will help the Mayor

and his designees to administer the City’s land use plan — the Comprehensive Plan — to achieve
its vision for future growth and development through development that is regulated by the IDO.

The request furthers the following Comprehensive Plan Goal and Policies from Chapter 5: Land
Use:

Policy 5.7.5 Public Engagement: Provide regular opportunities for residents and stakeholders to
better understand and engage in the planning and development process.

Tribal communities have been stewards of this cultural landscape for millennia, and providing
the opportunity for their review/comment on proposed development is intended to help guide
development to be sustainable and result in a distinct community surrounding the Petroglyph
National Monument and the surrounding area, which was the intent of establishing the NW Mesa
Escarpment VPO-2. The request is consistent with Policy 5.2.1 Land Uses.

Providing the opportunity for tribal governments and representatives to comment during the
development review process is intended to help minimize negative impacts and maximize
enhancements and design that complement the natural environment, protect cultural
landscapes, and preserve and protect the Petroglyph National Monument and Northwest Mesa
Escarpment.

12. The request meets the Review and Decision Criteria in Subsection 14-16-6-7(E) of the IDO, as
follows:

The proposed amendment meets Criterion 14-16-6-7(E)(3)(b) because the small area is located

partially in an Area of Consistency, and it is more advantageous to the community as articulated

by a preponderance of Goals and Policies in the Comprehensive Plan related to Community

Identity, Land Use, and Heritage Conservation.

C. Criterion C: If the proposed small area amendment is located wholly in an Area of Change (as
shown in the ABC Comp Plan, as amended), the applicant must demonstrate that the existing
zoning regulations are inappropriate because they meet at least one of the following criteria:

1. There has been a significant change in neighborhood or community conditions affecting the
small area that justifies this request.

2. The proposed zoning regulations are more advantageous to the community as articulated by
the ABC Comp Plan, as amended (including implementation of patterns of land use,
development density and intensity, and connectivity), and other applicable adopted City
plan(s).

This criterion is not applicable because the small area includes Areas of Consistency.

D. Criterion D: If the proposed amendment changes allowable uses, the proposed amendment does
not allow permissive uses that would be harmful to adjacent property, the neighborhood, or the
community, unless the Use-specific Standards in Section 16-16-4-3 associated with that use will
adequately mitigate those harmful impacts.

This criterion is not applicable because the proposed amendment does not change allowable
uses.

E. Criterion E: The applicant’s justification is not based completely or predominantly on the cost
of land or economic considerations.

The small area amendment meets Criterion 14-16-6-7(E)(3)(e) because the request is not
completely or predominantly justified based on the cost of land or economic considerations.
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13. For a Text Amendment to IDO — Small Area, the required notice must be emailed, mailed,
published, and posted on the web. (See Table 6-1-1.) Email notice was sent to the two
representatives of each Neighborhood Association and Coalition registered with the Office of
Neighborhood Coordination (ONC) as required by IDO Subsection 14-16-6-4(K)(2)(a). On
December 6, mailed notice was sent to 8,861 property owners within the Northwest Mesa
Escarpment View Protection Overlay zone and within 100 feet of the boundary, but not to
property owners within 660 feet, which was an error. A recommended condition of approval
revises the small area to the VPO-2 boundary, which would coincide with the provided mailed
notice. The City published notice of the EPC hearing as a legal ad in the ABQ Journal newspaper.
Notice was posted on the Planning Department website and on the project website.

14. City staff held public review meetings about the IDO Annual Update, including small area
amendments, on October 12-13 and November 17, 2023 via Zoom.

15. For a Text Amendment to IDO — Small Area, a pre-submittal neighborhood meeting must be
offered to Neighborhood Associations that include or are adjacent to the small area. A
neighborhood meeting was held on October 28, 2023 via Zoom.

16. The EPC held a study session regarding the proposed 2023 IDO amendments on December 7,
2023. This was a publicly-noticed meeting, but public comments were not taken.

17. As of this writing, City Council has scheduled a post-submittal facilitated meeting as requested
by the Santa Fe Village Neighborhood Association to discuss the proposed amendment on
January 10, 2024.

18. As of this writing, 1 written comment have been received from the public about this component
of the tribal engagement amendment, and approximately 6 public comments were pinned on the
exhibit posted online. All comments have been in support.

19. Participants expressed support during the pre-submittal neighborhood meeting.

Please accept this letter of justification, required by IDO Subsection 14-16-6-7(E)(3), of the
request for an Amendment to IDO Text — Small Area, submitted for the Environmental
Planning Commission’s review and recommendation to the City Council as part of the annual
update required by IDO Subsection 14-16-6-3(D).

The Northwest Mesa Escarpment View Protection Overlay Zone — VPO-2
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The proposed change would implement the pending Tribal Engagement process, applicable to
all parcels within the VPO-2 boundary. This process seeks to engage tribal entities and
representatives in certain components of the development review and approval process.
Please note that this tribal engagement process is also proposed as a legislative matter as a
part of the 2023 IDO Annual Update. This application seeks to address only the
implementation of those changes within this small mapped area and does not address the city-
wide policy analysis of the legislative proposal. The exact changes to be applied within VPO-2
are below:

Amend Section 7-1 to add a new definition as follows:

Indian Nation, Tribe, or Pueblo

For the purposes of this IDO, the designated chief executives of a federally recognized Indian Nation,
Tribe, or Pueblo located wholly or partially in New Mexico. The Tribal Liaison with the City’s Office of
Native American Affairs shall maintain an updated list of the names and contact information for
the chief executives of the Indian Nations, Tribes or Pueblos.

Tribal Representative

A tribally appointed representative currently serving on the City of Albuguerque Commission on
American Indian/Alaska Native Affairs. The Tribal Liaison with the City’s Office of Native American
Affairs shall maintain an updated list of the names and contact information for members of the City
of Albuquerque Commission on American Indian/Alaska Native Affairs.

Tribal Land

Land held in trust, fee land, or land owned by the tribal government of an Indian Nation, Tribe,
or Pueblo that the relevant tribal government requests in writing to be mapped by AGIS for the
purpose of referrals to the tribal government as a commenting agency.]

Amend Section 6-4 as follows:

6-4(J) REFERRALS TO COMMENTING AGENCIES
Following a determination that the application is complete, the Planning Director, ZEO, or any
City staff designated to review applications in Table 6-1-1 shall refer applications for comment to
the following departments or agencies, as noted below. Any comments received within 15
calendar days after such a referral shall be considered with the application materials in any
further review and decision-making procedures.

6-4(J)(6) Development within 660 feet of the Petroglyph National Monument
6-4(J)(6)(a) National Park Service.
6-4(J)(6)(b) Open Space Division of the City Parks and Recreation Department.

6-4(J)(10) Development within 660 feet of the Northwest Mesa Escarpment View Protection
Overlay Zone — VPO-2*
6-4(J)(10)(a) Indian Nation, Tribes, or Pueblos
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6-4(J)(10)(b) Tribal Representative

6-4(J)(11) Archaeological Certificate Applications6-4(J)(11)(a) Indian Nation, Tribes, or Pueblos are
to receive the Certificate of No effect or the Certificate of Approval from the City Archaeologist.
6-4(J)(11)(b) Tribal Representative are to receive the Certificate of No effect or
the Certificate of Approval from the City Archaeologist.]

Amend Section 6-5 as follows:
6-5(A) Archaeological Certificate

6-5(A)(2) Procedure
6-5(A)(2)(a) [The applicant shall have all of the following responsibilities:

1. Provide notice of the application to Indian Nation, Tribes, or Pueblos by
certified mail and by email that specifies the subject property and the
proposed development.

2. Provide notice of the application to the tribal representatives by email that
specifies the subject property and the proposed development.

3. Supply proof of notification to Indian nation, tribe, or pueblo and tribal
representatives with the application.

Provide the treatment plan, if required, by email to Indian nation, tribe, or pueblo and tribal
representatives within five business days that it is submitted to the City Archaeologist

Justification for amendment to a Small Mapped Area under the Criteria in 6-7(E)(3)
The proposed amendment to the IDO text is consistent with the required Annual Update process
described in IDO Subsection 14-16-6-3(D). These proposed amendments to the IDO text meet the
Review and Decision Criteria in IDO Subsection 14-16-6-7(E)(3), as follows:

6-7(E)(3)(A) THE PROPOSED SMALL AREA AMENDMENT IS CONSISTENT WITH THE HEALTH, SAFETY, AND
GENERAL WELFARE OF THE CITY AS SHOWN BY FURTHERING (AND NOT BEING IN CONFLICT WITH) A
PREPONDERANCE OF APPLICABLE GOALS AND POLICIES IN THE ABC COMP PLAN, AS AMENDED, AND
OTHER APPLICABLE PLANS ADOPTED BY THE CITY.

Response: The proposed change furthers the following applicable Goals and Policies in the
ABC Comprehensive Plan, as described below.

POLICY 4.1.5 Natural Resources: Encourage high-quality development and redevelopment that
responds appropriately to the natural setting and ecosystem functions

Response: Policy 4.1.5 is furthered by this request because engaging tribal entities and
representatives in the development review and approval process may result in
development that is more appropriately designed in and around the VPO-2 area where
there is land in proximity to sensitive cultural resources, such as the Petroglyph National
Monument.
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POLICY 4.2.2 Community Engagement: Facilitate meaningful engagement opportunities and
respectful interactions in order to identify and address the needs of all residents.

Response: Policy 4.2.2 is furthered by this request because it proposed to create new
engagement opportunities with tribal entities and their representatives. Historically, there
has not been a requirement in the development process that these groups and indvidiuals
be brought to the table

POLICY 5.7.2 Regulatory Alignment: Update regulatory frameworks to support desired growth,
high quality development, economic development, housing, a variety of transportation modes,
and quality of life priorities.

Response: Policy 5.7.2 is furthered by this request because implementing new regulatory
requirements for tribal engagement in the review and approval process may lead to
development that is higher-quality and sensitive to the surrounding environment.

POLICY 5.7.4 Streamlined Development: Encourage efficiencies in the development review
process.

Response: Policy 5.7.4 is furthered by this request because, generally, the sooner that
interested parties are engaged in the development review and approval process, the less
likely that there are delays on projects further down the road. This proposal invites
feedback within the first 15-days that an application is submitted, which may be early
enough for development plans to be amended to respond to concerns, if necessary.

POLICY 5.7.5 Public Engagement: Provide regular opportunities for residents and stakeholders
to better understand and engage in the planning and development process.

Response: Policy 5.7.5 is furthered by this request because it’s proposing to create a
process where stakeholders (tribal entities and their representatives) are engaged in the
planning and development process for the first time.

POLICY 7.3.1 Natural and Cultural Features: Preserve, enhance, and leverage natural features
and views of cultural landscapes.

Response: Policy 7.3.1 is furthered by this request because it’s creating a process in which
tribal entities and their representatives will be consulted about development in the VPO-2
area. The VPO-2 area has abundant natural features and views of cultural landscapes, and
the input on proposed development by tribal entities and their members may help to
preserve and enhance those features and views.

POLICY 11.3.1 Natural and Cultural Features: Preserve and enhance the natural and cultural
characteristics and features that contribute to the distinct identity of communities,
neighborhoods, and cultural landscapes.
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Response: Policy 11.3.1 is furthered by this request because engaging tribal entities and
their representatives could lead to the preservation of natural and cultural characteristics
that exist within the VPO-2 area. These features contribute to the distinct identity of the
VPO-2 area, and the requirements of this proposal may help to enhance and protect that
identity.

POLICY 11.3.4 Petroglyph National Monument: Regulate adjacent development to protect and

preserve the Petroglyph National Monument — its volcanoes, petroglyphs, and Northwest Mesa

Escarpment — as a priceless cultural landscape and community resource that provides physical,
cultural, and economic benefits.

Response: Policy 11.3.4 is furthered by this request because portions of VPO-2 are
adjacent to the Petroglyph National Monument. This amendment requires that
development requests engage with tribal entities and their representatives, who have a
deep understanding of the importance of the Petroglyph National Monument. Soliciting
their feedback on development in the area will help to ensure that this priceless cultural
landscape remains an asset to the community.

POLICY 11.4.1 Archaeological Setting: Consider archaeological and historical resources in
relationship to their setting and to each other in terms of determining their significance,
appropriate treatment and preservation, appropriate management, and appropriate access
and educational opportunities.

Response: Policy 11.4.1 is furthered by this request because it will engage tribal entities
and their representatives in the Archaeological Certificate process. The tribal entities and

their representatives may be aware of archaeological resources that the City Archaeologist

is not, which may result in preservation and management of such resources that may have
not occurred without this proposed required engagement.

POLICY 11.4.2 Proactive Protection: ldentify, evaluate, and protect archaeological and
paleontological sites and items on a proactive, ongoing basis.

Response: Policy 11.4.2 is furthered by this request because it is implementing a proactive

process in which tribal entities and their representatives are engaged in the Archaeological

Certificate process. The tribal entities and their representatives may be aware of
archaeological resources that the City Archaeologist is not, which may result in

preservation and management of such resources that may have not occurred without this
proposed required engagement.

6-7(E)(3)(B) IF THE PROPOSED SMALL AREA AMENDMENT IS LOCATED PARTIALLY OR COMPLETELY
IN AN AREA OF CONSISTENCY (AS SHOWN IN THE ABC COMP PLAN, AS AMENDED), THE APPLICANT
MUST DEMONSTRATE THAT THE PROPOSED AMENDMENT WOULD CLEARLY REINFORCE OR
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STRENGTHEN THE ESTABLISHED CHARACTER OF THE SURROUNDING AREA OF CONSISTENCY AND
WOULD NOT ALLOW DEVELOPMENT THAT IS SIGNIFICANTLY DIFFERENT FROM THAT CHARACTER. THE
APPLICANT MUST ALSO DEMONSTRATE THAT THE EXISTING ZONING REGULATIONS ARE
INAPPROPRIATE BECAUSE THEY MEET ANY OF THE FOLLOWING CRITERIA:

1. THERE HAS BEEN A SIGNIFICANT CHANGE IN NEIGHBORHOOD OR COMMUNITY
CONDITIONS AFFECTING THE SMALL AREA.

2. THE PROPOSED ZONING REGULATIONS ARE MORE ADVANTAGEOUS TO THE
COMMUNITY AS ARTICULATED BY THE ABC CoMP PLAN, AS AMENDED
(INCLUDING IMPLEMENTATION OF PATTERNS OF LAND USE, DEVELOPMENT
DENSITY AND INTENSITY, AND CONNECTIVITY), AND OTHER APPLICABLE ADOPTED
CITY PLAN(S).

Response to 6-7(E)(3)(B): Some portions of the impacted VPO-2 area are within an Area of
Consistency. The proposed small area amendment would reinforce or strengthen the
established character of the area by ensuring that tribal entities and their representatives
are not only informed of active development in the area, but are asked to provide
comment and feedback on development in that area.

Response to 6-7(E)(3)(B)(2): The proposed regulation is more advantageous to the
community as articulated by the policy justification in criteria 6-7(E)(3)(A).

6-7(E)(3)(c) IF THE PROPOSED SMALL AREA AMENDMENT IS LOCATED WHOLLY IN AN AREA OF
CHANGE (As SHOWN IN THE ABC CoMP PLAN, AS AMENDED) AND THE APPLICANT MUST
DEMONSTRATE THAT THE EXISTING ZONING REGULATIONS ARE INAPPROPRIATE BECAUSE THEY MEET
AT LEAST ONE OF THE FOLLOWING CRITERIA: 1. THERE HAS BEEN A SIGNIFICANT CHANGE IN
NEIGHBORHOOD OR COMMUNITY CONDITIONS AFFECTING THE SMALL AREA THAT JUSTIFIES THIS
REQUEST. 2. THE PROPOSED ZONING REGULATIONS ARE MORE ADVANTAGEOUS TO THE COMMUNITY
AS ARTICULATED BY THE ABC COMP PLAN, AS AMENDED (INCLUDING IMPLEMENTATION OF
PATTERNS OF LAND USE, DEVELOPMENT DENSITY AND INTENSITY, AND CONNECTIVITY), AND OTHER
APPLICABLE ADOPTED CITY PLAN(S).

Response: This criteria is not applicable because the small area amendment is not located
wholly in an Area of Change.
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6-7(E)(3)(Dp) IF THE PROPOSED AMENDMENT CHANGES ALLOWABLE USES, THE PROPOSED
AMENDMENT DOES NOT ALLOW PERMISSIVE USES THAT WOULD BE HARMFUL TO ADJACENT
PROPERTY, THE NEIGHBORHOOD, OR THE COMMUNITY, UNLESS THE USE-SPECIFIC STANDARDS IN
SECTION 16-16-4-3 ASSOCIATED WITH THAT USE WILL ADEQUATELY MITIGATE THOSE HARMFUL
IMPACTS.

Response: This criteria is not applicable because this small area amendment proposes no
changes to allowable uses.

6-7(E)(3)(E) THE APPLICANT’S JUSTIFICATION IS NOT BASED COMPLETELY OR PREDOMINANTLY ON
THE COST OF LAND OR ECONOMIC CONSIDERATIONS.

Response: This small area amendment is not based completely or predominantly on the
cost of land or economic considerations. Implementing additional community involvement
in the review and approval process is not related to the cost of land or economic
considerations.

Public Outreach

The City's Alternative Dispute Resolution (ADR) facilitated a pre-submittal Neighborhood
Meeting, as required by Table 6-1-1 and IDO Subsection 14-16-6-4(C) on October 28", 2023.
The full facilitated meeting notes are included with this application.

At the pre-submittal Neighborhood Meeting, invited community members supported the
request. There were general questions about the process moving forward, but no opposition
was raised.

Notification letters of the application were sent out on Wednesday, December 6" to 8,861
property owners. Neighborhood Associations that include or are adjacent to the VPO-2
boundary included in this application received emailed notice.

Additionally, letters were sent to all 27 tribal leaders across the State of New Mexico,
informing them of the proposed change and soliciting comment sand feedback. Staff did not
receive inquiries or comments as a result of this outreach.

Conclusion

This request promotes public health, safety, and welfare by including tribal entities and their
representatives in the planning and development process, increasing transparency of the
development process and inviting input on development that may result in higher-quality,
more sensitive development. This request has been adequately justified per the criteria in the
IDO.

The
IDO update would define Indian Nations, Tribes and Pueblos; and, provide them with explicit
standing and entitlement to notice at all appropriate stages of applicable Land Use Decisions.

IDO requirements within VPO 2 and the 660° buffer zonewould change in three important ways:
1. Indian Nations, Tribes and Pueblos would be granted explicit standing and entitlement to
notice of proposed land use applications.
2. Indian Nations, Tribes and Pueblos would become recognized Commenting Agencies and
would be entitled entitled to officially comment on the project impacts.
3. Indian Nations, Tribes and Pueblos would be entitled to participate in the archeological
certificate process, and help to vet any related treatment plan, when appropriate.

This IDO update would first be heard by EPC. Therefore, the proposed change would be vetted
by and subject to recommendations by CABQ Planning, DMD and others. If approved, it would
again be vetted, this time by City Council. First, by sub-committee, then by full Council.
