WHEREAS, the Environmental Health Department has a performance measure that it will
protect and enhance air quality for current and future generations and thereby protect public
health, economic well-being and aesthetic values for the community (Bernalillo County); and

That the attached application for the Air Pollution Control Program Grant in the
amount of $1,827,249 for the period of October 1, 2018 - September 30, 2019, is hereby

Protection Agency is in all respects approved.
Section 2. That in the event the grant is awarded, funds in the amount of $1,827,249,
consisting of $768,249 from the Environmental Protection Agency and matching funds of
$1,059,000 from the Transfer to Operating Grants Fund Program in the General Fund (110) are
hereby appropriated to the Environmental Health Department for the Air Pollution Control
Program in the Operating Grants Fund (265) for Fiscal Year 2019.

Section 3. Of the $768,249 from the Environmental Protection Agency, $81,892 is for indirect
costs and of the $1,059,000 from the Transfer to Operating Grants Program in the General Fund
(110), $112,885 is for indirect costs.
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
